The Magic of Maths and Numbers explores magic squares, number grids, 
number rules and other numerical maths.  All pupils do some calculations, using a 
pre-printed sheet. Volunteers assist with the magical tricks which enhance this 
presentation.  We concludes with a òmind blowingó prediction which will ensure 
that pupils will remember the presentation.

The Magic of Maths and Probability uses magic tricks to illustrate probability.  A 
newspaper is torn and instantly restored, pupils win prizes, mind-reading effects 
and a bafÿ ing òLottery Predictionó are just some of the effects which are used 
to stimulate and enhance pupilsõ understanding of Probability.

Fun with Maths Puzzles is suitable for up to 32 pupils.  Puzzles with shapes, dice, 
mathsticks, tangrams, counters and rep-tiles are explored in this interactive 
session.  Each pupil (or pair of pupils) will use a small box of resources to help 
solve the puzzles.  The session will conclude with the opportunity to see òRubikõs 
Cubeó being solved, plus a brief explanation of the method for solving this.

The Magic of Games and Game Shows starts with òCountdownò.  Pupils then 
participate in òThe Monty Hall Problemó where we look at how to increase the 
chance of winning.  Next they will have the opportunity to complete in òThe Block 
Gameó.  Will they be able to þ nd a winning strategy?  Everyone takes part in this 
session, which is suitable for around 30 pupils.
